Dear students, welcome!  

 

The Israel Student Authority is happy to accompany you throughout your higher education, and to 

provide you with an academic scholarship and a wide range of social, personal, and academic 

programming.

Applications for the academic scholarship must be completed on time, and you must reapply 

every year!  

The applications can be turned in through the Student Authority website or in your “Personal 

Area” of the Ministry of Aliyah and Absorption website. 

In your “Personal Area” you can see a wide range of additional services offered by the Ministry 

of Aliyah and Integration that you are eligible for :)

How to apply:  

Before applying you must sign in to the government identification site. This step is necessary for 

information security and for applying online, without going in person to one of our service centers.  

During the application stages you will be asked to identify yourself by two factors out of a wide range 

of options. This is not a complicated process, but if you have any questions, you can call our support 

line at 1299.

After completing the registration and creating a password you can apply to the Student 

Authority easily, quickly, and comfortably!  

If you have registered in the past, you can log in using the password you have previously created!   

 

After logging in you will be directed to your personal area and you and you will be required to sign up 

for the Student Authority and select your academic year.  

The form is offered in a variety of languages, however you must fill out your information in either 

English or Hebrew.

There are multiple stages to the Student Authority application form, and throughout the form you will 

be required to attach required documents, and at the final stage you will be required to sign a statement 

of consent.  

 
 

Please note, it is recommended to prepare your documents ahead of time, however if you do not have 

your documents while filling out your application you can complete the form and send your documents 

electronically at a later date.  

 

Required documents for new students:  

 Letter of acceptance to studies 

 Approval of previous studies in Israel and abroad (Bagrut matriculation, high school 

graduation, Mechinat Olim, or a bachelor's degree)  

 Approval of army/national service - approval from IDF on delaying service in order to 

complete studies, or an exemption from military service 



 

 

 

Required documents for continuing students:  

 Grades transcript  

 Approval of continuing academic studies  

 University time table 

 

After completing all the stages your request will be forwarded to us in order for overview and approval.  

An answer regarding approval will be sent to the email stated in your application form

Please note, if this is your first year we will be happy to see you! 

In order to continue receiving the scholarship over the course of your studies our representatives will 

contact you in order to schedule a “one on one” meeting during which you will receive detailed 

information about the assistance you are eligible to receive throughout your studies.
